· As a Synodical Corporation, LCEF is subject to the constitution and bylaws of the Synod and is governed by its articles of incorporation.

· Of the 35 Districts in the Missouri Synod, 28 are members of the National LCEF program.

· LCEF’s primary purpose is to make funds available for church extension activities and to provide services in support of these activities to aid in the preaching of the Gospel.

· Iowa District West joined National LCEF on September 1, 1998 and Iowa District East joined January 1, 2004.

· Currently Iowa Districts have more than 80 loans totaling over $23,600,000 and projected expansion and renovation needs in the next 18 months of a possible $2,000,000!  LCEF is active in Iowa Districts!
